DIRECTIONS  
From the north on I -95: 
I -95 South to Exit 6a, I-495 South. Drive 6.1 miles to Exit 10, Route 123 West toward 
Norton/Attleboro. In about 1.7 miles turn left on Route 140 (Taunton Avenue). Drive about 
4.5 miles: you will see Standish Gas. Count 3 houses and turn left to Performance Plus. 
 
*Alternate Route: You can stay on I-495 until you arrive at Exit 9, Bay Road. Turn right at 
the end of the ramp. Turn right into the Myles Standish Industrial Park and follow 
directions below starting at **.  
 
From the south on I -495: 
Take Exit 9, Bay Street. Turn left at the end of the ramp onto Bay Street. In .3 mile turn 
right into the Myles Standish Industrial Park. **Stay on this road (Myles Standish Blvd.) for 
just under 3 miles until it comes to an end. (The road changes names when it exits the 
industrial park into a reside ntial neighborhood.) Turn left onto Route 140. Drive 1.5 miles 
until you see Standish Gas. Count 3 houses and turn left to Performance Plus. 
 

 
NOTICE TO EXHIBITORS  (Both Shows)  

 
CONDITIONAL, UNSIGNED, INCOMPLETE, OR TELEPHONE, entries cannot be 
accepted.  ENTRIES NOT ON OFFICIAL AKC ENTRY FORMS or photocopies of entry 
forms without the agreement and rules on the reverse side of the Official AKC entry forms 
are NOT ACCEPTABLE.  THE CLUB AND ITS SHOW SECRETARY ASSUME NO 
RESPONSIBILITY for wrong or incomplete  information given on the entry blank by the 
owner or agent of the owner.  This Club and its Show Secretary assume no responsibility for 
the owner or ownerôs agent entering a dog twice or in a class for which the dog is ineligible 
to compete. 
 
FEES MUST AC COMPANY ENTRIES.   ENTRY FEES will not be refunded in event of 
errors or cancellation of entries after the published closing date, nor in the event that a dog 
is absent, disqualified, sick, lame, or excused by the Veterinarian or Judge or barred from 
competition by the Bench Show Committee, or because the dog is ineligible to compete 
because it is incorrectly entered.  If because of riot, civil disturbances, or other acts beyond 
the control of the management it is impossible to open the show, no refund of entry fee(s) 
will be made.  Extreme weather conditions, such as but not limited to snow storms, 
hurricanes, lightning, extreme heat, must be considered for the health and safety of the 
dogs, judges, exhibitors and spectators.  The well being of dogs and participants is of 
paramount importance and in the event it is necessary to cancel or stop the show before 
completion, no refund of entry fee will be made. 
 
DOGS NEED TO BE AT THE SHOW  only at scheduled time of judging and may leave 
immediately thereafter, unl ess required for further judging.  DOGS MUST BE READY FOR 
JUDGING.  Judges will not wait for any dog holding up a class.  Owners or their agents 
alone are responsible for the presence of their dogs in the judging ring. 
 
CLOSING DATE  for entries 3:00 PM, Wednesday, Jan.18, 2012 (at Secretaryôs address) 
after which time entries cannot be accepted, cancelled or substituted except as provided for 
in Chapter 11, Section 6 of the Dog Show Rules. 
 
A RECORDING FEE  of $0.50 is required for each dog entered, a Service Fee of $3.00 will 
be required for each entry of any dog at any Licensed or Member Club Show, Obedience 
Trial or Tracking Test.  These Fees are to be collected by the Show giving Club and paid to 
the American Kennel Club.  If a dog is entered in more than one class in the show, the 
Recording Fee is to be collected on the first entry only (American Kennel Club Rule, 
Chapter 11, Section 2).  A fee of $3.00 is required for each entry in Rally.  (These fees are 
included in the entry fee.)
